National Assessment Program – Literacy and 
Numeracy (NAPLAN) Tests  
 
NAPLAN is a mandatory test for all Australian stu-
dents in Years 3, 5, 7 and 9. Testing will take place in 
the same week for all year groups. Testing will take 
place over three days: 
· Tuesday 12 May – Language Conventions 
(Spelling, Grammar and Punctuation) and Writing 
· Wednesday 13 May – Reading 
· Thursday 14 May – Numeracy 
 
This program will test student performance in writing, 
reading, language and numeracy. The results will pro-
vide diagnostic information to parents and schools 
about student achievement in literacy and numeracy. 
 
Australasian Schools Competitions 
 
This year, students from Year 3-12 will be able to par-
ticipate in a number of Competitions set out by the 
University of New South Wales – Educational Testing 
Centre. They include the following: 
· Years 3-12 English 
· Years 3-12 Mathematics 
· Years 3-7 Spelling 
· Years 3-12 Science 
· Years 3-10 Computer Skills 
 
As these Competitions are external, a fee of $6.60 per 
paper (Spelling is $8.80) applies. Scholarship holders 
will be entered on behalf of the school.

School Diaries  
All students in Year 2 and above have been issued with an offi-
cial School Diary. All homework, assignment, school commit-
ments, important dates, excursions etc must be entered in this 
diary, which teachers will regularly check. 
 
Parents are asked to familiarise themselves with their children’s 
diaries and to check them on a regular basis. 
 
They are not to be used to record personal or social informa-
tion which does not relate to the school. 
 
Defaced, damaged or lost diaries will have to be replaced, at a 
cost of $15.00 each. 
 
After-School Detentions 
After-school detentions will take place after school from 3:35-
4:35pm, on Tuesdays (Primary) and Wednesdays (Secondary). 
 
The easiest way to avoid detention is to obey school rules and 
to treat other people with courtesy and respect. 
 
School Uniform 
All students are expected to be in their correct, appropriate 
uniform (including school hat) each day. Parents will be con-
tacted and children sent home if this condition is not met. 
 
School Uniform Shop 
During February the uniform shop will be open on Mondays, 
Wednesdays and Fridays from 9:00am-12:00pm. 
 
Sport 
In 2009 the following days are sport days for TERM 1 
Tuesday: Year 2, Year 3 and Year 4 
Wednesday: Kindergarten, Year 6 and Years 7-10 
Thursday: Year 1 and Year 5 
 
Please ensure that students wear full sports uniform on 
sport days. Students not wearing correct uniform, will not 
be allowed to play sport.

Train and Bus Passes 
Forms may be collected from the front office. Students will be 
issued with passes shortly after forms are submitted. As of the 
23rd of March, any passes reissued will incur a cost of $10.00. 
Auburn Library 
Primary classes will be visiting Auburn library throughout the 
year. Students will be able to borrow from an extensive collec-
tion of books. 
 

All students must return a signed parental permission to be 
able to visit Auburn library throughout the year. 
 
Mobile Phones 
Mobile phones are NOT to be brought to school. Any student 
caught with a mobile phone will be dealt with severely. 
 
If there are specific reasons or circumstances for students re-
quiring to bring a mobile phone to school, they may do so, by 
leaving it with the Office staff throughout the day, and collect-
ing it in the afternoon. This may be done only with prior 
approval from the Principal. 
 
School Website

Enrolment Policy 
Please note, if a parent withdraws a child to attend another 
school without the Principal’s approval, other siblings will lose 
their places at our College.  
 
Parent Reminder –Entry/Exit School Buildings 
A reminder to all parents and guardians that student access 
during school hours is not permitted. For safety reasons, par-
ents must not enter the school building to access children dur-
ing teaching hours. Parents who wish to speak to staff may 
organise an interview time with staff, through the student diary 
or via the front office.  
 
All school visitors must report to the front office for any other 
enquiries. 
 
Escorting students to school or collecting them at the end of 
the day must be done through the side gate entrance. Parents 
and other visitors cannot come through the front building en-
trance (unless attending to the Office). 
 
Parents of Kindergarten students are also asked to leave their 
children with Kindergarten staff and vacate the assem-
bly/playground area as soon as possible.  
 
Traffic Rules 
Police have requested all parents abide by road safety rules 
when dropping off or picking up children. Police request that 
parents abide by the following rules:

· NO PARKING; 
· 40km/h. in school zones; and 
· No double parking.
